General Membership Meeting           January 18, 2012      6:30 p.m.

Meeting was called to order by Jo Ann Nelson, and introduction of the new 2012 PAG Executive Board was made. Any new members were asked to stand, introduce themselves and discuss   the mediums that they enjoy  working  in. Five new members spoke.

1 .  November minutes were approved by the membership. It was announced that at present our membership count is 157, and all were reminded that membership dues for the 2012 calendar year are due by January 31st in order to participate in utilization of venues , events and shows. Members were advised that members must be high school senior age and older to become a member.

2 .  Treasurer’s report was presented.  At  present , our total balance is $ 14,022. Projection for the bank balance after known projected expenditures will be $10,557.  Print outs for all budgetary expenses and receivables were made available for any interested members to review. 
3 . Barbara Wilson, chairperson for the upcoming exhibit at the PACE Center, was asked to review the progress of preparations for the show. At present, all entries are displayed. Judging for the show will take place on Jan. 25, and the reception will take place on Sun., the 29th from 5p.m. until 7p.m. There are some postcards remaining for those wishing to send invitations.

4. Preparations for the Wildlife Experience  Exhibit , chaired by Joe McDaniel are progressing well. Any current information regarding the show may be viewed on the website.

5. It was announced that there will be some changes to the website, as it is currently being updated. The new membership roster will be available at the close of membership entries, with a new means of accessing the directory. More information will follow.

New Business

1 . Two new venues   will be available to members, to include the Arapahoe Justice Center, with Carolyn Bayne as coordinator, and the Cover to Cover used book store- Steve and Lois Lake coordinators.

2. Judy Pendleton announced the new plans for an art program for children which will replace the Kidz Kulture program previously done in collaboration with the Town of Parker. Members were asked to volunteer for the two and one half hour sessions to be given to school age youngsters at no charge. Twelve instructors will be needed for two age groups- second grade through fifth, and sixth grade through eighth.
3. A new committee has been formed to oversee any and all advertising sent forth for PAG. Laura Eicher and Teresa Lugo will be reviewing and approving any materials issued to the public on behalf of the guild.

4.Barb Cohen spoke of the upcoming workshop presented by Michael Thornton, and Michael answered questions regarding the workshop planned for this Sat. at the Stroh Ranch Fire Station. Another workshop for geometric collage is forthcoming. Members asked to check our website.

5. Nancy Yarrison announced the upcoming meeting to proceed with plans for the Art in The Park show. The meeting will take place on Feb. 7th at 6:30. The show will take place August 25th and 26th. All members were encouraged to attend and participate in the planning and execution of this show.

6. Tadashi Hayakawa asked that the board consider entering a notification on our membership entry form that announcements and all communication regarding events and updates for PAG are done via computer, and that newsletters and updates are no longer issued through the written mail. He feels that it would give people an opportunity to opt out of the guild before committing financially to membership with no way of accessing information. The matter will be taken up by the board.
